2011 Contributions     
(IRS Rules) 

 
1.  All contributions received in the church 

office by December 31, 2011 will be 
credited toward your 2011 giving. 

2 Contributions received on or after 
January 1, 2012 will be credited toward 
your 2012 giving. 

3.  The only exception to rule 2 is those 
contributions mailed to the church, 
postmarked on or before December 31, 
2011, but received January 1, 2012 or 
after. They will be credited to your 2011 
giving. 

4.  According to IRS regulations, the check 
date does not determine the 
appropriate year in which to 
recognize donations. 

 Regardless of the amount of a cash 
contribution, the donor must maintain 
either a cancelled check, bank record, or 
signed receipt from the church showing the 
church name, the date of the contribution, 
and the amount of the contribution. If any 
single contribution was $250 or more, you 
must have a receipt from the church prior 
to filling IRS Form 1040 on which you 
claim the contribution as a deduction. (You 
do not have to include the receipt when 
filing Form 1040, but it must be in your 
possession before filing your return.) 
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Your 2012 Giving Envelopes 
are ready to pick-up in the foyer.
